EXCUSED ABSENCES
1. Doctor’s Excuse
2. Funeral
3. Religious Holiday

UNEXCUSED ABSENCES (Elementary)

3 unexcused absences = phone call from Truancy Officer

(if no response or disconnected telephone number(s), home visit by Truancy Officer)
5 unexcused absences = official letter from school Principal

7 unexcused absences = home visit by Truancy Officer(s)

10 unexcused absences = petition to juvenile court

UNEXCUSED ABSENCES (High School)

1 unexcused absence = phone call from Truancy Officer

3 unexcused absences = official letter from school Principal, Principal/Parent Conference
4 unexcused absences = home visit by Truancy Officer(s)

5 unexcused absences = petition to juvenile court

UNEXCUSED TARDIES/EARLY DISMISSALS (Elementary)

5 unexcused tardies = phone call by Truancy Officer

10 unexcused tardies = official letter from school Principal
12 unexcused tardies = home visit by Truancy Officer(s)
15 unexcused tardies = petition to juvenile court

UNEXCUSED TARDIES/EARLY DISMISSALS (High School)

3 unexcused tardies = 1 hour in after-school detention

4 unexcused tardies = 2 hours in after-school detention

5 unexcused tardies = 3 hours in after-school detention

(each unexcused tardy after 5 will accumulate to hours in detention)
Classroom Tardies

1* tardy = warning

2" tardy and beyond = detention
